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1. Despite the reassurances of scientists, consumers are reluctant to purchase
irradiated foods.

(2) Scientists believe that irradiated foods are safe to consume, as the
amount of radiation is very small, but despite it the consumers are
unwilling to buy it.

(3) Because scientists think that it is safe to consume irradiated food, people
don't want to buy it.

(4) Scientists don't support the purchase of irradiated food, as they say it is
unsafe to consume.

(1) A disgusting smell is emitted from skunks when they are endangered, in
order to reject their attacker.
