During this time, he
only completed about six paintings, but two of these would turn out to his most famous:
The Last Supper and Virgin of the Rocks.

Leonardo is well known for his fascination by the phenomenon of flight. He studied the
flights of birds, and plamed his own ffing machines. One of these was a helicopter
powered by four men; another was a light hatider which could have flown.

There is a saying that if you put each of your feet in two boats, you will drown. But
Leonardo Da Vinci proved it wrong. In his lifete, Da Vinci was an engineer, artist,
anatomist, physiologist, and a lot more. Leonardo is famous for his masterly paintings,
such as the Mona Lisa and the Vitruvian Man. He designed many inventions that
anticipated modern technology. Of his works, onfgwa paintings survived, together

The Farm Security Administration (The FSA) was formed by an act of Congress in 1937.
It was one of Franklin Dano Roosevelt's most famous and important New Deall
programs. The FSA strove to help struggling farmers endure the Great Depression.
Through loans and assistance, it aided thousands of farmers devastated by the ebbing
demand for their goods and the duststs that ravaged the Midwest.

The FSA was a subsidiary of the US Department of Agriculture. It bought out small,
unproductive farms that weren't economically viable andssedfained, and populated
them with groups of farmers that had been living togreiin communities, cultivating

the landunder the guidance of government experts. These farmers were not allowed to
purchase their farms, particularly because of the fear that the farms would fall back into
losses. At that time, Republicans accused theiAdmation of sponsoring farm
communities which in their poirdgf-view were communistic in conception. Its critics
thought it to be going too far towards socialism.

Until 1943, the FSA gave educational and professional help to ahalis million farm
families. Some argue that its goal was to decrease, rather than increase, the farms'
agricultural production, so as to cause prices to rise. Unfortunately, once production was
discouraged, the farmers suffered because they weren't able to sell encagth® p

rent, and prices did not go up as they were expected to.

As years went by, many of the farmenants wanted money to buy these farms. The
Agriculture Departmentyhile aware of there beirtgo many farmers, did not have a
program for farm purchaseNevertheless, when the Congress demanded thaS#e F
would help the farmengurchase the farms, a billion dollar worth loan program was
launched. The goal of this program was to make the farms more efficient, and for that
reason, the loans were usedimhafor buying new machinery and animals, as well as to
repay dd debts. During the loan's pgagck period each borrower was closely advised and
supervised by a government agent, to make sure the loan was well spent.
